The religious phase of its work 1s covered by the regular weekly Bible Study
classes under the able leadership of Mr. Paul C. Foster, Student Secretary of the
Chicago association. Another feature of this organization is the Chess and
Checker Club which has been formed under its auspices. Several tournaments
