The substitutes, Cheney, Vynne, Kallis, Hamsher, and Levitan did not get
much of a chance to show their worth, but when they did, their playing was
first-class. Cheney, a Freshman, proved to be a good help to Johnson at
center.

With all of this year’s men back except Trinkaus a strong team is the
outlook for next vear. Beckman, ‘09, was elected captain for next season.
