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Evening Courses

The evening courses of Armour Institute of T echnology offer excellent opportunities
to those wishing to take special work 1n engineering, and to those wishing to make up any
part of the regular curriculum. Large classes are in session on Monday, Tuesday T hurs-
day, and Friday evenings, from seven thirty until nine thirty both in the class rooms and
laboratories. The attendance 1s very large, and the students are of a high mental calibre.
Most of the students are young men working through the day although there are quite
a number of scholars from the day school who are registered for special work.

The evening school session 1s divided into three terms of ten weeks each. The staff
of Instructors 1s practically the same as that of the day school. @ Armour Institute is
probably the only college offering such a thorough course in the different branches of en-
gineering, 1n conjunction with a modern equipment to those desirous of attending school

after their daily work.
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
