Because of the high order of development of engineering science and its
consequent complexity, the curriculums ot the ranking engineering colleges are
very heavy and exacting. [t 1s impossib’e to offer in four short years many
subjects that would be ot undoubted value to the engineer in his profession. In
the general courses of most universities and colleges great stress 1s placed on
instruction 1n public speaking. To add such a course to the already bulging
curriculum of our Mechanical department 1s considered inadvisable at the present
time. ‘The main object of our Society 1s to supply this deficiency.

The cooperative meeting was an mmnovation but it was attended with such great
success that 1t promises to be continued.
