Two of the members of the club were members
of Delta Tau Delta, having come to Armour from Ohio Wesleyan University. At this time the club
had a membership of sixteen men. Their home at this time was a flat which they had obtained from
the Armour estate through the help of V. C. Alderson, who was at that time Dean of the school. A
petition for membership was presented at the Western Division Conference of Delta Tau Delta on February
22, 1901. On the eighth of May, 1901, Gamma Beta Chapter of Delta Tau Delta was installed at Armour
Institute of Technology. It is the forty-first chapter of a roll which now numbers seventy-four.
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
