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Under the leadership of Captain
George Hanna and the able coach-
ing of Sonny Weissman, the Tech
wrestlers went through a ten meet
schedule winning five, tying
another, and taking a fifth in the
Wheaton Invitational. Armour
piled up a total of one hundred
and ninety-one points against
ninety-seven tor her opponents.
Losses were encountered with
Wheaton, Beloit, and DeKalb, al-
though in the case of Beloit, the
meet hinged on the final match.
