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Triangle, a f{iraternity for engineers, was
founded at the University of Illinois on April
15, 1907. Though a fraternity of engineers,
duplication of membership with other college
fraternities is not permitted. Although the fra-
ternity was at first limited to civil engineering
students, the membership requirements have

since been broadened to include all options of

engineering students. This was done because
the purpose of the organization was the devel-
opment of fraternal life, not only among the
members of a single course, but among all en-
gineering students. Triangle was the tirst social
fraternity selecting its members from students

in a four or five vear engineering course.

The beroll and Triangle, the local fraternity
from which the Armour Chapter of Triangle was
formed, was composed of six students who had
united because of similar ideals. In 1923, atter
one yvear as a local fraternity, the Scroll and
Triangle was granted a charter as a chapter of

Triangle Fraternity.
