Mobility training (current 
methods for cane training, dog 
training, etc.)
Spatial Mapping (creating a 

cognitive map of the pool)
Communication Methods 

(tactile, verbal, and auditory 
feedback)

When receiver (wristband) is within 
range of the electromagnetic field a 
vibration will signal to the swimmer 
that they are close to the pool’s 
perimeter.

Revised Protocol

As a result of pool testing conducted last 
semester, a revised protocol was created at 
the beginning of this semester to more 
strongly indicate the presence or absence of 
a complete cognitive spatial map.
Results were very consistent over all 

participants using the revised protocol.
The new protocol not only showed greatly 

improved consistency; the range of the 
number of required laps was reduced. 

Since lack of assistance leads to a 
sedentary lifestyle, create an assistive 
technology that allows BVI individuals to, 
along with the rest of the nation, seek a 
more active lifestyle safely
Refine our method of communicating 

available information between the device 
and the swimmer
