Where Does Rainwater Go?

1 When it rains, water goes into
the sewer system.

2 During heavy rain storms, the
sewage system overflows and the
water is diverted to the Deep
Tunnel, which is an underground
network of tunnels where
combined sewage and storm water
overflows are stored until the
water can be treated.

3 Then the water and sewage are
treated together at the Water
Reclamation district.

4 The water is then emptied into
the Chicago River, and it flows
down to the Mississippi River.

5 When both the deep tunnel and
the sewer overflow, it is eventually
diverted back to Lake Michigan.
