o Website: Continue to make the website
more consistent. Perform usability testing
and gather data to support a need for an
on-campus learning center

o Writing: Responsible for writing the ma-
jority of the grant proposal. Worked
closely with other team members to get
relevant information from CPS and uni-
versity officials make a convincing argu-
ment for an on-campus learning center.
